The Inlet Island Promenade is the first important urban 

public space in the City of Ithaca’s emerging West 

End.  Trowbridge & Wolf worked with the City of Ithaca 

to complete a Master Plan for the Promenade in 2002.  

The Master Plan recommends promenade dimensions 

and building setbacks, styles of furnishings, plaza loca-

tions, and areas of landscaping.  The new promenade 

will serve as the backbone for new retail, restaurant, 

and commercial development.  The pedestrian prom-

enade is designed to accommodate many program 

elements and will include several public plazas, as 

well as space for outdoor cafes and informal gather-

ing.  Trowbridge & Wolf prepared detailed design for 

two phases of construction that have been completed 

to date.  Constructed elements include a multi-use 

trail along the full length of the shoreline of Inlet Island; 

kayak and canoe access; spectator seating for rowing 

and dragon boat races; concrete seawall; and a plaza 

with sculptural bench and stone wall signage. 

The new promenade provides spectator space for the annual Dragon Boat Races.

A natural stone wall marks the terminus of the promenade and creates a 
gathering space.  

Gentle terraces provide canoe and kayak access and spectator seating.
